Naperville Central High School is a public, four-
year comprehensive high school with 245 certified 
staff members, a majority of whom have a Master’s 
degree or beyond. The school day consists of eight 
50-minute periods. All classes meet 5 days per 
week during two 18-week semesters. Naperville 
Central’s 2016‑17 enrollment is 2,892 including 713 
freshmen, 682 sophomores, 753 juniors, 707 seniors 
and 37 transition students.
