In reading, Madison reached their goal of 60% of students meeting their growth targets. We will continue to conduct comprehensive data
analysis sessions with key stakeholders three times throughout the year to monitor progress of interventions, growth, and make changes as
needed.

Summary of progress towards math goal and accomplishments:

In math, 52% of 6th graders, 62% of 7th graders, and 66% of 8th graders met their growth projection. We will continue to conduct
comprehensive data analysis sessions with key stakeholders three times throughout the year to monitor progress of interventions, growth, and
make changes as needed.

SEL/Sense of Belonging
SY23 Goal(s): Students will report a 5% increase in positive school climate from Spring 2022 to Spring 2023 as measured by the Panorama Survey

According to the Spring 2023 Panorama survey, 60% (5% increase) of students reported a positive school climate and 52% (6% increase) of
students reported a sense of belonging in school. The 5essential survey data sub categories of collaborative practices and trust increased by 5%
from the prior school year. Madison consistently implemented monthly focused SEL lessons to all students.
