Arrival and Dismissal

Hello Naper Families! The safety of Naper students is of utmost importance to us. Please
review these reminders for arrival and dismissal at Naper School. Thank you so much for your
cooperation. We truly are BETTER TOGETHER!

Students may enter at 8am. We do not have teacher supervision until this time each day.

- Please have your student exit the car anywhere along the fence. You do not need to wait
for Mr. M to open your car door, unless your child needs adult assistance to exit the
vehicle.

e - Cars should only drop off in the car pool lane along the fence. Please do not pull past
this area and drop off directly in front of the school. Please try to say your goodbyes in
the drop off lane, when parents wait in front of the school to wave goodbye to their child
it creates a traffic issue on Eagle Street and Van Buren.

¢ - Students should wear boots for arrival as they may need to walk through snow.

¢ - Parents should not exit the car and students should only exit on the passenger side of
the car.

¢ - Naper School has crosswalks at Eagle Street and Benton and Eagle Street and

Jefferson. Please do not cross Eagle Street at any other location with children.

- Please do not park in the car pool lane.

- Students may only play on the playground after school IF a parent is present.

Warm and Dry Winter Clothing

Children need gloves or mittens, hats, coats, snowpants and boots. Our Health Office has
already used our supply of extra winter gear. Please help your student come to school
prepared to be comfortable outside each day.
