Produces clear and coherent writing in which the development and organization are 
appropriate to task, purpose, and audience. 
With guidance and support from peers and adults, develops and strengthens writing as 
needed by planning, revising, editing, rewriting, or trying a new approach. 
Draws evidence from literary or informational texts to support analysis, reflection and 
research.
