* (Obtain a current Sports Physical (form online) and return it to the Nurses’ Office. It is
imperative that your child has a current Sports Physical on file prior to a try-out and/or
participation in any sport.

e A $50 athletic fee will be required for each sport your daughter/son participates in. This fee
can be paid at the start of each season along with a signed permission slip. The signed
permission slip and $50 athletic fee should be signed and returned to the Main Office or
coach(es) directly.

e Students/athletes involved in any sport must remain academically eligible to participate in
their specific activity.



Washington’s 5th - 8th Grade Intramurals

A variety of intramural activities are offered to 5th, 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students throughout
the year. These activities are designed for students to learn new skills, meet new friends, and
have fun. Students should listen for morning announcements, refer to Wildcat TV and reminders
during lunch periods, and take note of flyers posted around the school to learn of specific
meeting dates and times.

A flyer will be available, with an opportunity for the student to have the sheet
signed and returned to the teacher facilitating the activity.
